Residential inventory of available properties is higher this spring, compared to last year... This is partly due to the
boom weéve been experiencing, but there is exceptionally high stock of homes available on the market for buyers t
season. Last yéaryear-to-date available listings through the end of April 2005 amounted to 4186 total in the reside
market. This yeas year-to-date available lisitings are 5,090. Buyers are taking more time to buy this spring, since t
so much more to see in their ranges this year. Average market time was 46 days last year, to sell a home and in t
spring market; this season (thru April) average market time is 49 days for a property to go under agreement. Med
price last year was $165,000 and thru April 208641.80,000 in the Lehigh Valley. People are definitely still buying o
here though; just taking a little more time to make decisions this spring.
